Stock M arket  Game’, which is held throughout
the country with teams from different schools.
The students of our Grades 5 through 8 are
participating in the program.  All the activity is
done on line.  The student teams are given a
sum of money that they can use as they learn
about : Accou nt Summ ary, Enterin g a Trade,
Pending Trans actions , Accou nt Holdings,
Transaction Notes, Transaction History,
Gains/Losse s.  Each team invests a virtual
$100,00 in common stocks and/or mutual funds
listed on the 3 major exchanges.; Teams may
borrow additional funds (buy on margin); 10
week trading period in which teams can buy,
sell, short sell, and short cover; At the end of
the game, top 3 teams in each division (teams
with the highest portfolio equity) are invited to
attend an Awards Luncheon and are awarded
prizes.  The students are learning how to read
the markets stance in the daily paper and are
learning quickly the value of money.  Sister is
doing an excellent job with them and they are
enjoying as they are learning.  We will keep you
up-dated with the results as we get them.
